


5) General Requirements: All students transferring to CC from BCC must
meet the following general requirements:

a) Students must have a cumulative grade point average of 2.00
on a 4.0 scale.

b) Canisius accepts transfer credits only, not the course grades.

c) A maximum 60 credit hours will be accepted.

d) Students who have an A.S. degree in Sport Studies from BCC
will be accepted by and granted full junior status at CC. They
will have the opportunity to earn the B.S. degree in four or
more semesters by successfully completing remaining credits
of coursework at Canisius.
